Lectionary 455:Jb 1:6-22/Ps 17:1bcd, 2-3, 6-7/Mk 10:45/Lk 9:46-50
Read the following passage four times.
» The first reading, simple read the scripture and pause for a minute.
Listen to the passage with the ear of the heart. Don’t get distracted by intellectual types of
questions about the passage. Just listen to what the passage is saying to you, right now.

» The second reading, look for a key word or phrase that draws your attention.
Notice if any phrase, sentence or word stands out and gently begin to repeat it to yourself,
allowing it to touch you deeply. No elaboration. In a group setting, you can share that
word/phrase or simply pass.

» The third reading, pause for 2-3 minutes reflecting on “Where does the content of this reading
touch my life today?”
Notice what thoughts, feelings, and reflections arise within you. Let the words resound in your
heart. What might God be asking of you through the scripture? In a group setting, you can share
your reflection or simply pass.

» The fourth reading, pause for 2-3 minutes reflecting on “/ believe that God wants me to . . . . . .
today/this week.”

Reading Jb 1:6-22
One day, when the angels of God came to present themselves before the LORD, Satan also came among
them.

And the LORD said to Satan, "Whence do you come?" Then Satan answered the LORD and said, "From
roaming the earth and patrolling it." And the LORD said to Satan, "Have you noticed my servant Job, and
that there is no one on earth like him, blameless and upright, fearing God and avoiding evil?" But Satan
answered the LORD and said, "Is it for nothing that Job is God-fearing? Have you not surrounded him and
his family and all that he has with your protection? You have blessed the work of his hands, and his livestock
are spread over the land. But now put forth your hand and touch anything that he has, and surely he will
blaspheme you to your face."”

And the LORD said to Satan, "Behold, all that he has is in your power; only do not lay a hand upon his
person." So Satan went forth from the presence of the LORD.

While he
was yet speaking, another came and said, "Your sons and daughters were eating and drinking wine in the
house of their eldest brother, when suddenly a great wind came across the desert and smote the four corners
of the house. It fell upon the young people and they are dead; and I alone have escaped to tell you.” Then Job
began to tear his cloak and cut off his hair. He cast himself prostrate upon the ground, and said, "Naked |
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came forth from my mother's womb, and naked shall | go back again. The LORD gave and the LORD has
taken away; blessed be the name of the LORD!"

In all this Job did not sin, nor did he say anything disrespectful of God.
