Typically, JP ministers possess the
following qualifications:

Nurture daily prayer and
sacramental life in the Church.
Adhere to the doctrinal teachings
and morality of the Church
Possess zeal to serve God and
evangelize souls to Christ.
Possess a gentle, compassionate,
loving, respectful and forgiving
nature.
Understand inner woundedness as it
relates to sin; reserve judgment of
others.
Pray with expectation.
Recognize Scripture’s call to pray in
community and concerning all
matters.
Feel called to pray with others as an
extension of Christ.
Possess an openness to be used by
God and operate in the gifts of the
Holy Spirit as revealed to the Church
at Pentecost.  
Maintain confidentiality - respect
privacy.
In compliance or willing to become
compliant with the Archdiocesan
“Protecting God’s Children
Directives.”
Respects boundaries.
